A Fellow and past Presi-
dent of the International Society for
Magnetic Resonance in Medicine
(ISMRM), she has authored over

150 papers and a popular textbook, Cardio-

vascular MRI: Physical Principles to Practical

Oxford University as a Rhodes Scholar. Re-
turning to Harvard, she earned her M.D. with
